ASSEMBLY

GLASS

REMOVE CANOPY COVER PLATES1.
MOUNT CANOPY TO CEILING WITH HARDWARE PACK2.
ADJUST THE OVERALL LENGTH BY ADJUSTING THE CABLE3.
MAKE ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS4.
REINSTALL CANOPY COVER PLATES5.
INSTALL GLASS (SEE NOTE BELOW TO ATTACH GLASS)6.

ATTACH BACK PLATE TO J-BOX WITH HARDWARE PACK1.
MAKE ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS2.
ATTACH LIGHT TO BACK PLATE3.
INSTALL BULBS (NOT INCLUDED)4.

INSTALL INSTRUCTIONS:

REMOVE CANOPY COVER PLATES1.
ATTACH HANGING TUBE TO CANOPY WITH ALL THREAD, 2.
ACORN NUTS AND PIVOT CUP
MOUNT CANOPY TO CEILING WITH HARDWARE PACK3.
ATTACH LIGHT BODY TO HANGING TUBE WITH SCREWS4.
MAKE ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS5.
REINSTALL CANOPY COVER PLATES6.
INSTALL BULBS (NOT INCLUDED)7.

ELECTRICAL

TWO WIRES ARE RUNNING ALONG THE AIRCRAFT CABLE
**WIRE THE CABLES INDIVIDUALLY TO EACH DRIVER**

GLASS ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:

PLACE INNER LENS ON FIRST, USING SILICON WASHER
BETWEEN LENS AND BODY, AND SILICON
WASHER BETWEEN LENS AND BRASS CAP

PLACE OUTER LENS ON SECOND, USING SILICON
WASHER BETWEEN SPACER AND LENS, AND SILICON
WASHER BETWEEN LENS AND BRASS CAP.

**HANG THE FIXTURE FIRST AND THEN INSTALL THE LENS
   INSTALLING THE LENS BEFORE HANGING THE LIGHT BODY
   MIGHT CAUSE DAMAGE TO THE LENS OR EVEN BEND/BREAK IT**
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
