B. Blown Glass (QTY:3)  
C. Ceramic (QTY:3 — Torno only) 
D. Canopy  
E. Light Bodies With Cord (QTY:3) 
F. Cord grip (QTY:3 — Attached to canopy) 
G. Flat Cap 
 

1. Philips screw driver (not provided) 
2. Wire cutters/strippers (not provided) 
3. Measuring tape (not provided) 

Required Tools 

Canopy 

Cloth 
Braided 
Cord

Step 2: Loosen the cord 
grip set screws and feed 
the braided fabric cord 
into the canopy until the 
desired amount of cord 
is left between the 
canopy and light body. 
Take into account that a 
minimum of 6” of cord 
will be required for 
connecting the wiring to 
the driver.  

Step 4: Cut wires to length and make connections to the Driver. 
Braided fabric cord must be wired to the Driver in parallel, All 
Black to Purple Driver Wire and All White to Red Driver Wire.  

WARNING 
DO NOT DIRECTLY CONNECT LEDs TO AC POWER. LEDs 

will be damaged if exposed to high voltages. 

Step 3:  Use a measuring tape to be sure that all of the 
pendants are hanging the desired distance from the canopy. 
Tighten the cord grips on the face of the canopy using a flat 
blade screw driver to secure pendants in place. DO NOT OVER 
TIGHTEN. THIS MAY DAMAGE THE FIXTURE. 

Assembly Instructions 

Step 1: TURN OFF POWER TO JUNCTION BOX PRIOR TO 
INSTALLATION.

Step 5: Install the canopy by following Mounting Packet W 
Instructions.  

Step 6: Remove the bottom housing of the light by twisting the 
housing to clockwise and disconnecting the wire connection. 
Remove the three screws holding the bottom cap to the light 
bar.

Step 7: Assemble Blown Glass to fixture (glass appearance may vary 
depending on fixture type) ensuring that a silicone gasket is placed 
between each interface of materials. See cover page for suggested part 
arrangement. Due to variation in glass size it may be necessary to stack 
a few gaskets before re-installing retention cap to ensure there is 
compression. Screw the retention cap on with the three screws to 
secure glass. 
 
 

Start by using the thin 
silicone washer, after 
installing the retention 
cap check to see if the 
glass is loose if it is you 
will need to replace this 
with the thick silicone 
washer.
