Step 4: Using the E-Z Toggle bolts (D1)
(see E-Z Toggle Instructions on the
next page) included in the Hardware
pack (A), install E-Z Toggle bolts (D1)
radially around the Canopy (B) using a
measuring tape to achieve the desired
distance. Note: Toggle bolt location
determines pendant location.

Step 5: Use the provided E-Z Toggle
Screws (D4) to attach the Swag Mini- «—D4
Canopies (D2) and Threaded Washers
(D3) to the Toggle Bolts (D1). Once
tightened, gently bend open one of the
provided Open Chain Links (E3)

and slide inside of the provided E3 (Oval
Chain Grip (D5), then bend the Shown)
open chain link straight. Screw the
Chain Grip (D5) onto the Threaded
Washer (D3).

Step 6: Starting from the Open Chain Link (E3) attached to
the mini canopy (D2) Assemble the chain by interlocking
alternating Flat Chain Links (E2) and Ring Chain Links (E1)
(See Figure 2 for example) until desired overall height for
pendant is achieved. Then, starting from the Open Chain
Link (E3) attached to the mini canopy (D2) once more, as-
semble the chain towards the main canopy until the dis-
tance between the main canopy and the mini canopy is cov-
ered.

Step 7: Let both the pendant chain, and Continue to
the chain run to the main canopy hang only Swag Hook/
from the mini canopies, so that they are Canopy
both pointing directly towards the ground.

Step 8: Attach Pendant Light Body (C1) to
the pendant chain using the pre-attached
chain link (E3).

Step 9: Thread the pendant wires through
the chain, weaving it back and forth through
the Flat Chain Link openings up the pendant
chain and then down the chain run for the
main canopy.

Step 10: Once all pendants are in-

stalled, attach the pendants (oneata fp2—
time) to the faceplate by first thread-

ing the pendant wire through the hole

in the top of the chain grip (B1), then El——
using the provided Flat Open Chain
Links (E3) to attach the chain to the canopy
by gently bending them open then slid- E3—
ing them through the slot in the chain
grips (B1). Bend them straight once in- -
stalled. C2—

Step 13: Follow the provided Mounting Instructions to
mount canopy to the installed universal.

Step 14: Install Glass to the pendant body according to the
instructions on the following page.



Prior to installing glass ensure all Chain Links are
properly secured through each swag hook so the glass is
being supported by the swag hook and not the canopy.
Solely supporting by the canopy may overload the J-Box
mount resulting in damage.
